Please accept this informal motion to proceed forma pauperis and obtain “FREE TRANSCRIPTS” & “FOR TAPE OF PROCEEDINGS” to effectuate a legal appeal of the conviction and sentence on Nov 12th, 2004 in the above captioned case. I am indigent, and living far below the median poverty level. I have no real job, due to “religious discrimination” and the fact that I’ve been unjustly convicted (Dec. 2000) in the State of New Jersey for being involved in a conspiracy to bring the sacrament of my faith from the State of Arizona to the State of New Jersey. Persons convicted of felonies have a very hard time getting legitimate employment; in my case this is exacerbated by the fact that I’m a very open non-Christian in a Christian nation. I hussle and barter for chump change to assist my wife in feeding my family and paying some bills. I am for all purposes destitute. 
Under statute 1915, the court notes that a person does not have to be “absolutely destitute” in order to proceed in forma pauperis. Adkins Vs E.I. DuPont de Nemours & Co., 335 U.S. 331, 339-40 (1948). If a person cannot pay the cost of litigation and still provide for himself and any dependants, in forma pauperis status shall be granted. Id at 339.   
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
